Developed for children 6 months to 4 years of
age, builds swimming readiness by emphasizing fun in the

water.

Parents and children participate in several guided
practice sessions that help children learn elementary skills,
including water entry, bubble blowing, front kicking, back
floating, underwater exploration and more through games

and songs.

Once children can perform skills without parental
assistance at age 5 they may begin Learn-to-Swim —level one

courses.

Learn-to-Swim Program

Swim Lessons start with the most basic swimming
skills and advances through six levels. There’s instruction for

all ages and abilities to help improve swimming skills.

These lessons teach aquatic and safety skills in a
logical six level progression. The objective is to teach people

to swim and be safe in, on, and around the water.
Skills are categorized in the following way:

®  Water entry

®  Breath Control and Underwater Swimming
®  Buoyancy

®  Changing Direction and Position

®  Treading Water
